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1 Guidelines for Submission

These Guidelines should be read in conjunction
with the Call for Participation (available
on the INTERACT 2001 Web site at
www.interact2001.com)or from the INTERACT
2001ConferenceOffice.

2 Scope and Purpose

Papersshould presentnew work related to one or
more of the conferencetopics listed in the Call.
Full papersmustnot exceed8 printedpages.Other
tracksshouldconsultthe track chair or seethe web
pages(http://www.interact2001.com) for details of
submissionlength. All submissionsmust represent
original contributions, andbe substantiallydifferent
from any papertheauthorshavepublishedpreviously,
or submittedfor publicationelsewhere.

3 Format, Style and Content

3.1 Page size
All materialon eachpageshouldfit within a print
areaof 225 by 160 mm (not including headersand
footers).Try to centreyourpaperon thepage.

The first pageof thepaperhasa differentformat
from all thefollowing pages.

Thefirst pageis positioned35mmfrom thetopof
thepage,at least15mm from theleft margin, centred
on thepage.

The second and all subsequent pages are
positioned20mmfromthetopof thepage,andatleast
15 mm from theleft margin, centredon thepage.

On the lastpage,both columnsof text shouldbe
centredon the pageandbalancedevenly acrossthe
page(leaving a similar amountof blankareain both
columnsat the endof the page). You may needto
makeadjustmentsto ensurethatthishappens.

Thetargetpagesizefor theprintedproceedingsis
260 by 190 mm. A larger pagesize,up to A4, may
be usedfor the submission,but the print dimensions
remain the same. There will be no reduction or
enlargementin thefinal printing.

Body text should be left and right justified in
doublecolumn format (except for the title, abstract
and keywords - seebelow) with a spaceof 10 mm
betweentwo 75 mm widecolumns.

3.2 Title and Authors
Thetitle shouldbein TimesRoman18-point,centred,
asa singlecolumnacrossthe page. The first line of
thetitle shouldbeat least35 mm from thetop of the
page.Leave two blanklinesafterthetitle.

Theauthorname(s)shouldfollow the title in 14-
point Times Roman, centred,bold, single column
acrossthepage,followedby oneblankline.

The authoraffiliations shouldfollow in 14-point
Times Roman, centred, single column acrossthe
page,followed (optionally) by email addresses,and
thenby oneblankline



3.3 Abstract and Keywords
Everysubmissionshouldbegin with anabstractof not
morethan150words,followedby up to 7 keywords.

Theabstractshouldbea concisestatementof the
problem,approach,findings,andconclusionsof the
work described. The abstractstarts with the title
Abstract: (in bold) followed by text, not more than
150 words long. The abstractshouldbe in Times
Roman10-point, left and right justified, as a single
columnacrossthewidth of thepage,followedby one
blankline.

The keywords section starts with the title
Keywords: (in bold) followed by a list of keywords
separatedby commas,andshouldbein TimesRoman
10-point, left andright justified,asa singlecolumn,
acrossthewidth of thepaper, followedby two blank
lines.

3.4 Body Text
Pleaseuse a 10-point Times Romanfont, or other
Roman font with serifs, as close as possible in
appearanceto Times Roman. Sans-serifor non-
proportional fonts should be usedonly for special
purposes,such as distinguishing sourcecode text.
(ThePress10-pointfont availableto usersof Scriptis
agoodsubstitutefor TimesRoman.)If TimesRoman
is notavailable,try thefont namedComputerModern
Roman.Ona Macintosh,usethefont namedTimes.

The text should be left and right justified (not
ragged),in doublecolumnformatwith a spaceof 10
mm betweenthetwo 75 mm widecolumns.

Thefirst line of eachparagraphin thetext startsis
indentedabout0.5cm,unlessit is the first paragraph
aftera headingin which caseit startsat theleft-hand
margin.

Note: If you do not have accessto TimesRoman
fonts, contact the INTERACT 2001 Secretariatfor
help.

3.5 References and Citations
Use the Harvard system if possible. References
should be cited in the text by nameand date, for
example(Apperley, 1989(Apperley & Spence,1989))
or (Benbow, 1980(Benbow & Stanley, 1985);Keller,
1999(Keller, 1999))or (Cardet al, 1983(Cardet al.,
1983)). A list of cited referencesis includedat the
end of the submission,as a separateun-numbered
section,in alphabeticalorderof authorname,andthen
chronologicallywithin authorname.

References should be published materials
accessibleto the public. Internal technicalreports
may be cited only if they are easily accessible
(i.e. you can give the addressto obtain the report
within your citation) and may be obtainedby any

reader. Proprietaryinformation may not be cited.
Private communicationsshould be acknowledged,
not referenced(for example, ”[Robertson,personal
communication]”).

Papersshould not normally have more than 15
references.

Thereferencesectionstartsimmediatelyafterthe
lastparagraphin thetext body. It startswith thetitle
References(in bold)precededby twoblanklines.The
referencesfollow in the samedoublecolumnformat
asin thebodytext, exceptthatthefont for references
is in 9-point Times Romanfont. The secondand
subsequentlinesin eachreferenceareindentedabout
0.8cm. The following words are to be placed in
italics: the nameof a referencedbook, a chapter,
or section of a book, the name of the Journal in
which a referencedarticleappearsor thenameof the
Proceedingsof a conferencein which a paperwas
presented.

Eachreferenceis followedby oneblankline.

3.6 Figures

Figureswill beprintedin theProceedingsin black&
white only. Colourfigurescannotbe accommodated
in theprintedproceedings.

Figuresshouldbeinsertedat theappropriatepoint
in your text andnormallyshouldbeno morethanone
column in width. If necessary, figuresmay extend
over the two columns,up to 160mmin width. Each
figure shouldhave a figure captionin TimesRoman
(9-point) beneaththe figure. The captionshouldbe
centredandlabelledFiguren: in 9-pointbold mixed
case.Thisshouldbefollowedby thetitle of thefigure
in 9-pointmixedcase.
